OMS was
first sanctioned in 2010.

Located in the heart of Green Country, Outlaw Motor Speedway is south of Muskogee,
Oklahoma on U.S. Highway 69, one of the most traveled highways in the United States.
Also just 10 miles north of Intersate-40 at Checotah, OMS is easily accessed from
anywhere in the region.

In 2010 Outlaw Motor Speedway boasted the richest driver point’s payout in the
Oklahoma racing history with over $30,000 in payout.

Chelsea’s Joe Duvall became the first NASCAR state champion in 2010. He was also
awarded the NASCAR Whelen Rookie of the Year.

Home of the Oklahoma Racing Hall of Fame. Started in 2009, the inaugural class is Ray
Rainey, Harold Leep and Tom Laster.

The track originally opened in April of 2003.
Outlaw Motor Speedway is a “big” 3/8" Mile 70 foot wide and 8.5° banked dirt oval.

Outlaw Motor Speedway has been nationally recognized as one of the top dirt tracks in
America and the regions premier racing destination.

Was featured on the cover of Speed Sport News in the spring of 2010 and in 2004.
Featured on Yahoo News TV show in November 2010 for the Turkey Leg 100.

Featured on Tulsa, Ok. TV Station Fox 23 for their special “On the Road to Muskogee”
in 2010 as a top tourist destination in Oklahoma.

Host the Annual Muskogee County Fireworks Spectacular that saw 4,000 people attend
in 2010 and rivals the “big” cities fireworks shows.

Season begins in April with the April Fools 100 Enduro race and concludes in November
with the Turkey Leg 100 Enduro. The 2009 Turkey Leg 100 was filmed by the show
NOVA.

Outlaw Motor Speedway has 10 climate controlled VIP Suites that leases out weekly and
seasonally.

In 2009 Outlaw Motor Speedway is home to the United States Racing Association
(USRA) Modified National champion, Bixby’s #27 Greg Skaggs. He was the first
National Champion from Oklahoma and the first outside of the Northern racing ranks.

The track speed record is 15.75 seconds set by Bixby’s Shane Stewart in a World of
Outlaw Sprint. His speed was clocked at over 150mph.
